Open Road Racing

| know this is not hard for our cars to do this and the
speed classes go all the way up to unlimited for the ones
that are experienced. This event alone brings in hun-
dreds of people to these small West Texas communities
from all over the U.S. and Europe.

This year’s Big Bend Open Road Race will have some-
thing for everyone, so make plans now to be a part of
this exciting event in West Texas. The event starts off in
Sanderson on Wednesday, and Thursday with activities
for the racers including registration, technical inspec-
tion, rookie school, practice runs, and qualifying.
