NCM News

So much news came out of the NCM Bash in April that I 
was only able to share the Corvette related news in June. 
This month I will share some exciting news concerning 
plans for the Museum and Motorsports Park.

Long overdue, it was announced that a building addi-
tion is in the works. If you have visited the NCM recently 
you know the exhibit areas are bursting at the seams. 
Because of this many Corvettes owned by the Museum 
are in storage.

In addition to exhibit space the construction will con-
tain much needed office space. While the Museum has 
experienced significant growth since opening in 1994, 
the office area has not been increased, creating severe 
overcrowding.

The planning process has begun with architectural 
drawings to be completed next year. The original con-
struction start was scheduled for 2021, but that could be 
pushed to 2020.

The completion of more exhibit space is three or four 
years off, and in the meantime the NCM is frequently 
adding to the scores of cars on loan and over 80 owned 
by the Museum. In addition to donated cars, acquisition 
of automobiles of significance in the history of Corvette 
are planned.

To house the ever-growing collection, the Board of 
Directors approved funding for a 12,000 square foot 
warehouse on the Museum grounds. This building will 
be climate controlled to preserve the cars. An idea be-
ing discussed is to offer a “behind the scenes” tour that 
would include the warehouse. Construction will start as 
soon as bids can be received and approved.

Also approved for this year are renovation of two exhibit 
galleries. The Performance area will be enhanced and 
updated right away. Work will progress to the Gateway, 
which will be made more obvious and inviting to guests.

At the Motorsports Park, the first phase of long-term 
garages was offered for rent. With 80% leased, construc-
tion has begun and a second phase is being planned.

Also announced at the member meeting is an agree-
ment approved by the Board concerning the 10.5 acre 
commercial tract at the front of the Motorsports Park 
property. The local economic development authority 
will fund the construction of a 30,000+ sq. ft. building. 
The NCM will receive income from leases as owner of the 
ground. Additional buildings could be built on the tract 

depending on demand.

Another action related to the Motorsports Park was an-
nounced. The NCM has an option on 205 acres adjacent 
to the MSP. The option expires at the end of this year. The 
owners have indicated they will not renew the option at 
the existing price, as it is below market. The Board has 
voted to exercise the option. This property could very 
well be sold, but the Museum plans to control develop-
ment to eliminate any chance of noise complaint issues. 

Finally, the NCM announced some final numbers from 
2017. Amazingly the sinkhole publicity continues to pay 
off. Attendance was 228,744, a slight increase over 2016. 
Every year since the sinkhole year of 2014, attendance 
has been over 200,000. The only other year over 200,000 
was the 1999 caravan year with 200,800.

So, as the Museum approaches its 25th anniversary in 
2019, there is good news on all fronts.

On a different subject, please be aware that the club has 
rooms blocked for the 24th Anniversary. This August 30 
through September 1. The block is at the Hilton Garden 
Inn in Bowling Green. Contact Johnny Downs 214/384-
